	Call for applications for PhD Proposal Writing  Workshop 2012



Dear young scientists and academics,

For many years now, DAAD has been offering 10 scholarships annually to young Kenyan scientists and academics for PhD projects to be carried out in Germany. In 2010, DAAD and the Government of Kenya signed an agreement to jointly offer additional 20 PhD scholarships in Germany over the next five years for university staff development.

The most important part of each scholarship application is the research proposal – its quality the deciding aspect of the scholarship selection. This has increasingly become a challenge.

Therefore, DAAD is organizing in Nairobi a two-day 

PhD Proposal Writing Workshop
1st part: Thursday, March 8, 2012

2nd part: Thursday, June 7, 2012

The number of participants is limited. They will be trained by highly experienced Kenyan and German academics with a follow-up on the progress during the second part of the workshop. No fees are charged; however, the participants cater for their accommodation, transport and meals.

In order to participate in the workshop, we request E-Mail applications only with the following documents:

-          A research abstract (max. 300 words, in word format) of the PhD project to be undertaken

-          scanned electronic copy of the Master’s certificate (degree not older than 6 years)

-          At which German university do you want to do your PhD (and why), OR contact of a potential supervisor in Germany/ Graduate school

If the Master course is not completed yet, the applicant needs at least to be in the final stages of the Master’s course (confirmation of submission of Master thesis to the university is required).

The application deadline for the workshop is Tuesday, February 21, 2012, at noon. Applications with the above mentioned documents need to be sent via E-Mail to Ms. Anja Bengelstorff, DAAD Programme Officer ( bengelstorff@daadafrica.org).

The decision on the participation will be communicated to the applicants who need to attend both days by February 28, 2012. Participants from last years’ workshops cannot be considered again.

We urge prospective DAAD scholarship applicants to consider their participation in this workshop! However, participation in this workshop is NOT A REQUIREMENT for a DAAD PhD scholarship application.
Please also note that eventually, a supervisor in Germany is needed for a scholarship application, and you may want to start your search NOW.
