The Launch of Rwanda TBA ALUMNI  at  Karisoke Research Center on August 2, 2007
Rwandan people who attended the TBA courses have launched the ALUMNI on 2/8/2007 at Karisoke Research Center in Musanze district, Rwanda. This launching was organized and sponsored by Mr. D. Tuyisingize and the Karisoke Research Center and thirty people attended the launching ceremony; four of them have already attended TBA courses (Deogratias Tuyisingize TBA 06/ Madagascar, Theogene Ngaboyamahina TBA 05/Tanzania, Felix Ndagijimana TBA 05/ Madagascar, Claudien Nsabagasani TBA 06/ Uganda) and Director of Karisoke Research Center, Dr Katie Fawcett TBA 96/ Uganda. All of these members are working for the Dian Fossey Gorilla Fund International-Karisoke Research Center. Up to 2007, 9 people have attended TBA courses from Rwanda
The main objective of the meeting was an official opening of Rwanda TBA ALUMNI which has in their duty to help to conserve biology diversity in the region, to share new scientific information, to raise awareness on research and stay in touch with the TBA headquarters in terms of conservation biology and friendship. The launch would enable Rwanda TBA ALUMNI to monitor correspondence inputs and outputs and put spotlight key elements as resource of scientific information from research services.
Mr. D. Tuyisingize gave an overview of TBA courses and training areas that are being gained from TBA; Mr.F. Ndagijimana highlighted the knowledge gained from TBA and why is necessary to set up TBA ALUMNI; Mr. C. Nsabagasani mentioned how the TBA courses are really helpful for the young biologists and finally, Dr Katie Fawcett thanks all people attended that launch and she suggested the ALUMNI members to keep enabling conservation activities by improving and updating  their knowledge in the ways  of biodiversity conservation, sharing information and setting up a strategic plan and guidelines. 

To date, Rwanda TBA ALUMNI members are already working on the future of this association by identifying key guidelines and key activities in long term period to work in conjunction with the biological research institutions towards achieve their goals.
In order to get those ALUMNI to a long pace, every member has responsibility and a plan for managing the sustainability of the biological species around the world; because threats that man is bringing on this earth, the future generation will may not pardon it for him.
 In short term period, the Rwanda TBA ALUMNI will focus on the key elements: Help to plan weekly seminar presentation at Karisoke Research Center; To identify key study area (to help to initiate new research initiatives like butterfly project, lady bird study and plant animal interaction projects); To encourage young biologists to attend TBA courses; To struggle for TBA courses being held in Rwanda; To launch conservation clubs in landscape surrounding protected areas in Rwanda. 
Our next key step is to organize a meeting for activity plan by early of February 2008, this will may request some fund to be applied for. This meeting will identify members to prepare statutes to keep these ALUMNI to be enabled and recognized at national, regional and international levels.
