The Third World Academy of Sciences (TWAS) provides Research Grants 
 in Basic Sciences in the fields of Biology, Chemistry, Mathematics 
 and Physics.  It also offers Grants for Scientific Meetings held in 
developing countries.

 ELIGIBILITY:
     •     Applicants should be nationals of developing countries with an 
 advanced academic degree and some research experience
     •     Applicants must be young competent scientists under the age of 45 
 years
    •     Applicants should hold positions in research institutions in a 
 developing country

  The Research Grant amounts to US$10,000 and is provided for a period 
 of one year. Requests for additional grants to allow for the 
 extension of a successful project will be considered by TWAS, subject 
 to the submission of a satisfactory final report on the previous 
 grant.  A grant may be used to purchase scientific apparatus, 
 consumable material and specialized literature.  Salaries, travel 
 expenses, and personal computers are not covered.

  Deadlines for receipt of applications are 1 July and 1 December of 
 each year.

  In the case of grants for scientific meetings, the amount provided 
 normally does not exceed US$3,000.

  Deadlines for receipt of applications for scientific meetings are:
     •     1 June for meetings to be held during January – June of the 
 following year
     •     1 December for meetings to be held during July – December of the 
 following year.

  Applicants will be notified within a period of four months after 
 each deadline.

  Applications must be sent by POST or FAX to TWAS.  E-mail 
 submissions are restricted to scanned images of the form which must 
 be completed and signed.
